Finding your Way J

The symposium will take place in the
building Sciences II, 30 quai Ernest Ansermet.

To reach the Sciences II building, a bus 1,
4 or 44 should be taken from the front of the
central railway station to the stop 'Ecole de
Medécine'. One purchases a bus ticket from the
distributing machine near the bus stop (price
Frs 2.-) before entering the bus. The map on
the front inside cover (not all side streets are
marked) will help you find your way to
Sciences II which should be entered by the
main entrance on the quai Ernest-Ansermet
facing the river Arve. (People wishing to go to
the Hotel Grenil should get off at the bus stop
"Place du Cirque'.)

People arriving by car on the motorway
from Lausanne should follow the signs for
Annecy and cross over the river Rhone on the
wide road bridge (pont Butin). Immediately
after the pont Butin turn left at the traffic lights
and follow the signs to Geneva. At the bridge

over the river Arve turn right onto the quai
Ernest-Ansermet. Parking places are difficult
to find.

A midday meal on Wednesday may be
taken at the cafeteria of Sciences II or at any of
the numerous café-restaurants in the
neighbourhood of Sciences II principally on
the boulevard Carl-Voigt.
