2) ScNat and collections 

A year ago, the Swiss Academy of Science (ScNat) launched a review on Swiss scientific 

collections. The goal of the ScNat is to develop a national strategy to preserve, revise and 

enhance natural history collections in Switzerland. A symposium was organized in December 

2017, followed by a workshop in March 2018. The coordinating group (that includes the SSS) 

has had several meetings during which we discussed the strategy for securing funds at a 

national scale, but also for including this project within the pan-European Research 

Infrastructure DISSCo that has just been accepted on the ESFRI roadmap. Further

Some of the 78 symposia are focused exclusively on topics from 

the field of systematics, such as phylogenomics, phylogenetic 

comparative methods, and the integration of fossils in 

phylogenetic studies. One symposium reports on systematics 

research and its impact in Africa, and the SSB organizes the 

Ernst Mayr Award Symposium, where the SSB's premier student 

award is given to the most outstanding student presentation. 

Several members of the SSS will attend Evolution 2018, and we 

look forward to hearing their impressions from the conference. 

Foreyia maxkuhni, the SSS species of the year, is on display at the Natural 

History Museum of the Grisons at Chur.
